René Descartes

· He was a French Mathematician, Philosopher and Scientist
· He lived from 1596 to 1650

· He is known as the father of modern Western philosophy
· He developed Cartesian geometry, and the idea of x and y axes to plot coordinates.



	
Alan Turing

· He was a British Mathematician and Computer Scientist
· He is widely considered to be the father of theoretical computer science and artificial intelligence

· During the second world war he worked at Britain’s code breaking centre at Bletchley Park
· He helped decipher German messages that allowed the Allies to win several battles in the second world war


	
Srinivasa Ramanujan

· He was an Indian Mathematician

· He lived from 1887 to 1920 

· He compiled almost 3900 mathematical results in his lifetime and is known as one of the greatest natural mathematicians to have ever lived

· Several films have been made about his life, one of which is in the cinemas at the moment
